At Encompass we are working to build a more 
tolerant and peaceful future. 

Given the events of the last twelve months- 
bombings in London, the war in Iraq and 
continued sectarian violence across the world 
Ð we feel that there has never been a more 
important time to be engaged in this work, 
and that, unfortunately, the work of 
Encompass is now more pertinent than ever.

We bring young people together from all over 
the world to explore issues of cultural 
understanding in challenging physical 
environments. Participants are forced to trust 
one another to achieve shared objectives and, 
with this trust, the conÞdence to discuss 
freely the issues at hand. 

Since inception in November 2002, we have 
brought together well over 200 young people 
from Indonesia, Israel, the Palestinian 
Territories, the US, Ireland and from all over 
the UK in partnership Outward Bound UK. 
We have now gone way beyond our original 
remit, actively supporting our alumni to set 
up projects which continue to spread the 
spirit of Encompass Ð greater cultural 
understanding.

Whether the participants like it or not, they 
have to live, work and socialise as a team out 
of their comfort zone – and there is no escape!

Working alongside the Tall Ships Youth Trust 
and Outward Bound UK and with highly 
trained facilitators, we are able to stimulate 
often painful discussions on deeply personal 
issues, such as beliefs, negative 
preconceptions and cultural 
misunderstandings. The issue of citizenship is 
of central importance to us.

By encouraging the leaders of tomorrow to 
examine their perceptions, explore the real 
and perceived differences between peoples, 
faiths and creeds and Þnally celebrate the 
beneÞts of our multicultural world, we hope 
that we are changing the future for the better.

The next challenge for Encompass is to 
continue to grow in a sustainable manner, a 
manner which ensures that Encompass is able 
to support young people in their desire to 
change the world for good for many years to 
come.

Deepest, Darkest 
Grimsby
As part of EncompassÕ forthcoming program 
in April, Pr oject Coordinator , Josh Cass visited 
the group of students fr om the UK who would  
be taking part in the pr ogram.

The day began with a series of presentations 
on the other nationalities who would be r epre-
sented on the program and was followed by a 
discussion on their expectations and precon-
ceptions of the other groups. For many of the 
group fr om Grimsby it would be the Þrst time 
that they traveled to the Lake District, let 
alone met Israelis, Palestinians and Iraqis. 
Listening to the group discussing what they 
expected to learn whilst in the Lake District 
really helped underline why the experience 
was going to be both so rewarding and chal-
lenging.

In the afternoon the group hit the town! The 
aim was to encourage the group to think 
about where they were from and the precon-
ceptions people might have who knew noth -
ing about them. 

The trip took the gr oup fr om the Pleasure Pier 
at Cleethorpes to the docks in Grimsby where 
a visit to a Skate processing plant was part of 
the agenda. Also visited wer e Grimsby Town 
Football Club, the Grimsby Dock Tower, the 
National Fishing Heritage Museum and vari -
ous housing estates representing the best and 
worst of Grimsby . The group was really inter -
ested to see how Josh, someone who had 
never been to Grimsby before, saw the town.

At the end of the day, each member of the 
group fr om Grimsby was given a disposable 
camera. They were then asked to go away and 
take the roll of Þlm all in one day and select 10 
pictur es which they felt best represented their 
lives. Each of the other participants on the 
program in April did the same and the photos 
were used as part of discussions which al-
lowed all those invovled to gain a gr eater un-
derstanding of the backgrounds that they all 
come from. Encompass hopes to be able to 
continue this level of pr eparation on all its 
futur e programs.

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ÒImagine a utopia where children from all over the 
world can come and coexist peacefullyÉ add 
hardships which test your physical, mental and 
emotional endurance, and you have EncompassÓ

These are the words of one of the participants 
on the Second Encompass Journey of Under-
standing. On 29th March a group of 20 young 
people representing four countries and thr ee 
faiths gathered in London for the beginning of  
what was without doubt EncompassÕ most 
ambitious pr ogram to date. 

The program would take them fr om London 
to the beautiful Lake District. Ther e was a 
sombre start to the program as 4 participants 
were missing Ð Encompass had 
been expecting a group fr om Iraq 
but given the difÞculties that 
country is facing it pr oved impos-
sible to get them out of the coun-
try Ð a Þtting situation for the 
group to have to confront at the 
start of the process.

Using the expertise that Encompass now has 
in the Middle East we br ought together four 
Palestinians from outside Jenin with four Is -
raelis Ð some from metropolitan Jerusalem, 
some from traditional kibutzez Ð with  four 
Americans from Inner City Baltimor e and 

eight young Brits fr om Grimsby. They all met 
for the Þrst time at a barbeque buffet held in 
the grounds of the Haringey Scout Centre.

The Þrst stop on the London tour was an in-
ternational school conference held at Mulberry  
school where they were addressed by Clare 
Short MP and Shami Chakrabarti, Dir ector of 
Liberty, on themes of global interest. During 
one of the plenary sessions, Encompass 
chaired an open discussion on the role we 
play in the Middle East in bringing young 
people from both societies together. To round 
the day off our facilitator , Snezana Baclija, 
joined the main panel discussion with Clair e 

Short. Past participant, Shanaz Begum (from 
the First Journey of Understanding) also gave 
a key note speech on Encompass and her ex-
perience with the organisation. Encompass 
participants also gave speeches to the confer-
ence about the communities that they came 
from and the realities that they faced on a 
daily basis whether in Israel, the West Bank or 

Baltimor e. In short, the conference was an-
other success for Encompass!

In the evening, after such a hectic day, the 
group had a chance to unwind at a local bowl-
ing alley Ñ ÒBowling for PeaceÓ as we like to 
call it! This had been arranged for us by the 
guys at Mulberry School Ñ  thanks again to 
Brandon and Shanaz!

A morning visit to the London Eye was fol -
lowed by a specially arranged visit to the 
Houses of Parliament made possible by our 
partner in the event, The Citizenship Founda -
tion and the generosity of Lor d Joel Joffe. 

That evening was set aside for an In-
tercultural Evening which was kicked 
off by the British delegation holding an  
Easter Egg Hunt for the other partici -
pants. Followed by a presentation on 
America, Palestinian dancing, a tradi-

tional Jewish Shabbat ceremony and of course 
good old-fashioned bingo! The group was 
joined in the evening by students fr om Mul -
berry School who had hosted the conference. 
Given the strong Bengali make up of the 
school it was only Þtting that some delicious 
Bengali sweets were brought along!

The following morning while the Israelis wer e 
being welcomed by the local Jewish commu-
nity, the rest of the group travelled up to the 
Lake District. The journey went well, though it  
was delayed slightly towar ds the end thanks 
to a motion-sickness enforced stop!

By Sunday morning everyone had arrived- 
just in time to take part in an Outwar d Bound 
tradition, the famous Run and Dip! At 7am, 
the group were herded out the house and 
forced to, well, run and dip Ð a brisk run 
down to the tarn and then a dip into the icy 
waters! The perfect way to start the day or so 
they say (personally I think a lie-in and a fry 
up is a pretty good way to start the day, but 
then clearly IÕm not made of the same material 
as the guys at Outward Bound)! It was then 
straight into the carefully pr epared course of 
activities that had been put together by Out -
ward Bound under the dir ection of Encom-
pass.

Encompass was piloting a new project during 
this program. As part of the pr eparation given 
to all participants, everyone taking part r e-
ceived a disposable camera with the brief to 
take 10 pictures which best represented them. 
The photos could be of their friends and fami -
lies, their homes, their schools or things that 
they identiÞed with. They then had to turn up 
with the Þlm r eady to be developed. These 
pictur es were then to be used in discussions 
on identity . 

As can be imagined, with 20 participants each 
taking 10 plus pictur es, Encompass now has 
the beginnings of quite a collection of photos 
representing the lives of our participants. We 
are keen to develop this into a resource which 
we can use for fundraising as well as for rais-
ing awareness of Encompass. 

The week in the Lake District pr esented chal-
lenges for everyone. For some it was the pro-
gram of Outwar d Bound activites which in -
cluded hiking, canoeing, r ock climbing, raft 
building, camping and bridge building; for 
others it was the discussions that were held in 

the evening on themes of communication, 
identitiy and conßict. And for Josh and Louise 
the challenge was keeping up with such an 
energetic group! 

The end of the program was extremely mov-
ing. On a night of difÞcult discussions it was 
revealed to the participants that that very eve-
ning was DanÕs birthday. There was no better 
way to r emember Dan and his life than 
through the difÞcult discussions that his 
death, and the choices made by his family in 
how to r emember him, had lead to. 

Our funding partner on this pr oject, The Citi-
zenship Foundation, sponsored the Þlming of 
the program as part of our strategy to increase 
Encompass awareness. Editing is now under-
way and we hope we will pr oduce a short Þlm 
telling the story of how something as negative 
as the Bali bombing can produce such posi-
tives. The aim is for this Þlm to be broadcast 
on Teachers TV and used in the teaching of 
citizenship classes in schools across the UK.

Encompass was delighted by the success of 
the program. Participants came away realising 
that we are not only deÞned by the positive 
around us but conßict and social problems 
make us who we are as well. Similarly, al-
though a national conßict may be more dra-
matic, local problems are just as important 
and need solving too. 

We can all work together to impr ove the reali-
ties that we live in, and by understanding the 
way that we live, we can help each other to 
achieve these changes. Encompass has given 
the tools to 20 young people to help them 
change the world for the better. We are now 
here to support them in what they want to do 
next- whether it be fundraising on our behalf, 
running talks at schools or youth clubs or 
even attempting something mor e ambitious 
on the scale of the language exchange pro-
gram being run out of the Jerusalem ofÞce.

Fifth Voyage of Under-
standing
On 7th November 2005, 30 young people from 
Israel, Indonesia, the Palestinian Territories and 
the UK came together for an experience of a 
lifetime. They were taking part in the Fifth 
Encompass Voyage of Understanding, run thanks 
to the generous support of the Dulverton Trust.

The challenging physical envir onment of the 
SS Stavros S Narohos, provided by the Tall 
Ships Youth Trust, again proved an excellent 
vehicle for breaking down barriers. This al -
low ed the facilitated discussions to be more 
open and meaningful as the participants on 
the programme already had developed an 
understanding of one another. 

Despite a few logistical problems (one of the 
Palestinian participants was seperated from 
his bags at Milan airport and wasnÕt reunited 
until the journey home), everyone arrived in 
good shape, if a little nervous about the forth -
coming pr ogram. The highlight of the trip 
however was the Cultural Night held some -
where off the coast of Southern England! In 
the fog and gloom of the English Channel In -
donesian dances sat alongside British 
karaeoke in perfect harmony! Unlike the sing -
ing.

 One participant fr om the UK remembers, 
ÒBefore I came I believed that I wouldnÕt get 
on with everyone. I was wr ong! Everyone was 
great and now I have friends around the 
world.Ó Another , from Indonesia, felt that it 
had inspir ed them to work for a mor e peaceful 
and tolerant world.

It was an incredible experience for all those 
who took part Ð some remember how the ex-
perience brought people of such dif ferent 
backgrounds together, for others it was ob-
serving their r eligious beliefs in such a chal-
lenging but secure environment. For everyone 
though it was a unique experience and one 
that will live long in the memory .

Encompass was set up in 2002 with the intention 
of bringing together young people of different 
cultures, religions and backgrounds.  Such 
differences are nowhere more striking than in Israel 
and the Palestinian Territories,  and an early task 
for Encompass was to  establish contacts or 
ÔagentsÕ in these regions who could both Þnd 
participants for Encompass events and take 
forward the all important Ôpost event' work of 
building the Encompass Global Alumni and 
promoting the Encompass message of  tolerance 
and understanding.

After over 3 years and 6 Encompass events,  the 
UK Trustees Alex Braden,  Mandy Braden, Claire 
Braden and Peter Meekings,  together with Louise 
Ware and Josh Cass from the London OfÞce, visited 
the Middle East in February2006 to Þnd out Þrst 
hand how the work there was going,  and discuss 
the future.  Here Peter recalls the visit: 

Our trip to Israel and the Palestinian Territo -
ries was an important opportunity to meet our  
agents there - Itay Lachman and his assistant 
Zohar in Jerusalem,  and SoÞ Anton Ghanem 
in Ramallah.   We got a really great 'banner' 
welcome at Tel Aviv airport and meeting the 
people who for most of us up until then had 

been names in email correspondence was a 
very rewarding experience.

We stayed in Jerusalem and started our visit 
with a series of meetings at the Encompass 
ofÞce a short drive from the hotel.   The ofÞce 
turned out to be much bigger than we ex-

pected, with 3 large rooms, kitchen, bathroom 
etc Ð infact we could almost have stayed there 
instead of the hotel !.  (It was a big contrast to 
Louise and Josh's small London ofÞce which 
didn't go uncommented on !!!).  Itay had been 

on one of EncompassÕs early Voyages of Un-
derstanding and on return to Israel had shown  
a huge commitment to Encompass Ð helping 
bring on futur e participants,  giving advise on 
the development of Encompass and now set-
ting up a permanent ofÞce facility in Jerusa-
lem.  Indeed it was immediately appar ent to 
myself and the others that the ÔofÞceÕ in Jeru-
salem would be a wonderful venue for a 
whole range of Encompass events,  bringing 
together futur e and past participants to share 
their views and ideas as well as conducting 
more ÔpracticalÕ events designed to break 
down barriers and cement understanding.   

We all had fantastic Þrst-hand experience of 
this the day after we arrived, as Itay, Zohar 
and SoÞ had organised a reunion of  both Is-
raeli and Palestinians from past Encompass 
events.  It was a wonderful and moving expe -
rience to meet and talk with some 30 young 
people who as a direct result of their involve -
ment with ÔEncompassÕ had come together to 
share their thoughts and experiences.  Young 
people from either side of the Israeli/
Palestinian divide talking together in the same 
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Encompass in the Middle East

room Ð an almost unique experience I believe.    
Several of the Israelis (men and women) were 
now doing their national service  and one guy 
was in uniform with his machine gun.  

By contrast there were Palestinians who only a 
few hours pr eviously had been crossing Israeli 
check points and answering soldiersÕ ques-
tions.  Now they could talk on Ôneutral 
groundÕ about the issues that were important 
to them. There was some strong and heart felt 
exchanges between the Israelis and Palestini-
ans but,  for example,  the Israeli soldier in 
uniform explained that he would shortly be -
coming a Commander and he assured the 
Palestinian's that, as a result of his Encompass 
experience, he would ensure his men would 
be treating them with understanding, r espect 
and fairness whilst still pr otecting his country.  

Ideas for futur e Encompass activities in 
Israel/Palestinian T erritories wer e also dis-
cussed.  One activity Itay was currently r un-
ning at the ofÞce was langauge 'coffee morn-
ings' where multi-lingual past voyagers gave 
lessons teaching Arabic speakers Hebrew and 
vice-versa.  Indeed Itay had lot's of ideas 
for Encompass and there lay one of the 
issues we had to deal with while we 
were in Jerusalem - the budget ! Put 
simply, the Jerusalem ofÞce Itay had 
found was gr eat for the pre- and post-
event meetings, and the ideas SoÞ had for 
the Palestinian Territories wer e very exciting, 
but could we af ford them ?!

At pr esent the Encompass operation in Israel 
and the Palestinian Territories is funded fr om 
the UK (and the US) and resources are ex-
tremely limited.   After mor e meetings and 
discussion it was agreed that the Encompass 
event planned for autumn 2006 (and for which  
funding is curr ently being secured) should be 
a special one made up solely of 12 Palestinians 
and 12 Israelis,  thus maximising the use of the 
Jerusalem ofÞce for pre- and post-event activi-
ties and directing additional income to main -
tain the Encompass operation in Israel and the 
Palestinian Territories. The event will pr oba-
bly be run at an Outwar d Bound Centre in 
Scotland or the Lake District in England and 

will be something of a new challenge for En-
compass; particular thought having to be 
given to the facilitation sessions !     

Further discussions took place with Itay and 
SoÞ regarding general funding and budgetary 
issues,  and economies and Þnancial controls 
were agreed which will hopefully secur e the 
futur e of the Encompass operation in Israel 
and the Palestinian Territories.

As part of our visit we had a tour of old Jer u-
salem with past Encompass voyagers Ashraf 
and Sharif as our guides.  We had a wonderful  
meal at Ashraf Õs house in the centre of a maze 
of passages in  old Jerusalem (weÕd never be 
able to Þnd it again !) and we are further in -
debted to Ashraf for so kindly agr eeing to 
monitor our Þnances in Israel and the Pales-
tinian Territories.   

Later that same day we had a rainy crossing of 
the security fence in to Bethlehem,  south of 
Jerusalem.  There we had the Church of the 
Nativity virtually to ourselves Ð a very rar e 
and special occurrence I understand.  From 

there we walked thr ough dark and deserted 
alleys to the Salesian youth club which was 
meeting that evening and was alive with 
games and music !   30 or 40 young Catholic 
Palestinians made us feel very welcome and 
we gave a presentation about Encompass be-
fore being invited to join in their games.  
These were largely in the form of songs with 
actions that we were shown and then had to 
copy.  Josh was the undoubted star of this ac-
tivity Ð we didnÕt understand any of the 
wor ds but JoshÕs acting a man digging a hole 
stole the show ! 

Israelis can't travel into the Palestinian Territo -
ries so SoÞ (a Palestinian) took us across the 
green line/security fence to a refugee camp,  
where we met the UN Commander and vis -
ited a school Ð and than we went on to Ramal-

lah.  SoÞ had contacts at the 'Teacher Devel-
opment Centre' there where we were made 
very welcome and offered futur e free use of 
their ofÞce space (SoÞ lives near Ramallah and 
will be r ecruiting Encompass participants in 
the area).

The conditions in the Palestinian Territories 
were very challenging.  Many of r oads and 
buildings wer e in disrepair and we saw very 
limited economic activity .  But the people we 
met were friendly and positive Ð as they were 
everywhere we went Ð and it was so useful to 
see Þrst hand the background of the partici -
pants that come on Encompass events.

A planned trip to the Dead Sea had to be can-
celled in favour of further discussions about 
the development of Encompass in Israel and 
the Palestinian Territories,  but a trip to the 
Holocaust Museum was Þtted in Ð a very 
moving and memorable experience.

Finally we had further meetings with the Brit -
ish Consulate in Jerusalem with whom we 
discussed fund raising opportunities (most 

important !) and then we met with a 
local lawyer about developing the legal 
status of Encompass in the region.  (At 
some time in the futur e it is hoped to 
register Encompass as a charity in Israel 
and the Palestinian Territories,  and 

during our visit we wer e very pleased to 
meet several prospective Trustees with whom 
we discussed the development of Encompass). 

It was a fulÞlling visit and an invaluable expe -
rience.  We all learnt a tremendous amount 
about the area in general and what Encompass 
can hopefully do to impr ove understanding 
and reconciliation.   

We left with optimism that Encompass will 
develop further to fulÞll these needs and we 
were all extremely grateful to Itay , SoÞ, Zohar, 
Ashraf, Sharif and many others for making 
our visit so worthwhile.
